CRIB ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

You will need to attach the Back Frame to the
Left End Assembly using 4 - 60mm Bolts
and Allen Wrench. Slide the 60mmbolt
through the top hole on the Back
Frame and screw into the top hole on
the Left End Assembly, then you will
slide another 60mm bolt through the
bottom hole on the Back Frame and
screw into the bottom hole of the Left
End Assembly. Now repeat this step for
the Right End Assembly.

(Do not tighten all bolts at this time)

You will now need to attach the Youth Rail

at the bottom of the Front Frame. For this

you will need to use the 2 cam locks, 2 Cam

Studs and 2 Wooden Dowels. First you must

tap the wooden dowel into the bottom hole on each

end of the Youth Rail. Next you will need to screw 1

Cam stud into the inserted hole on the Left End Assembly

under the Front Frame, Repeat this on the Right End

Assembly. You will then need to slide the Youth Rail on to the

Cam Stud on the Left and Right End Assemblies. When doing this

you will need to line up the wooden dowel with the bottom hole on Brie Model
the Left and Right End Assemblies. Next you will need to insert the Cam

Locks in the holes on the inside of the Youth Rail at each end. Then

using your allen wrench, you will turn the cam lock and the lock the Youth Rail in place.

Now you will need to attach the Front Frame to the Left End Assembly and Right End Assembly.
Repeat Step 1 for this. Now you must Tighten all Bolts at this time.

Step 4: Place the Spring on the floor inside
the crib (make sure the arms of the
spring support are pointing up) and
bend the arms on the spring outward.
Attach the back of the Spring into the
Height Adjustment Inserts on the Rear
Corner Posts using two small Spring
Bolts w/Washers. Attach the front of
the Spring into the Height Adjustment
Insert on the Front Corner Posts using
the two remaining small Spring Bolts
w/Washers.

YOUTH BED CONVERSION without Guard Rail Option

For youth bed conversion, you must have the Mattress Support in the lowest position

Step 1: You will remove the Front Frame by
removing the 4 - 60mm bolts. Now lift the Front
Frame up and out of middle of the Left and Right
Assemblies. Make sure that the mattress support
is in its lowest level for this stage.

The youth bed is not intended to be used by children under 6 years of age without proper adult
supervision. This youth bed is NOT a toy. DO NOT allow children to play or climb on youth bed.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS: The natural warmth of wood is a lasting value. Character marks, checking and grain variations
are part of the beauty of wood and, therefore, should not be a concern. To preserve your furniture, we suggest the following:
» Do not expose furniture to direct sunlight or extreme changes in temperature or moisture.

Do not place the furniture near heating or air conditioning vents.

Wipe up spills promptly.

When cleaning your furniture, use non-toxic, non-abrasive furniture cleaner with soft, lint-free cloth. Dry thoroughly and
then apply furniture polish. Always wipe the furniture in the direction of the wood grain.

« If refinishing, use non-toxic finish specified for children’s products.

We recommend the furniture to be polished every six months. Over polishing can distort the natural finish of the product.

v To help prevent strangulation tighten all fasteners. A child can trap parts of the body

v/ When child is able to pull to a standing position, set mattress to lowest position and remove bumper pads, large toys and
other objects that could serve as steps for climbing out.

v Stop using crib when child begins to climb out or reaches the height of 35 in. (89 cm).

v After raising side, make sure latches are secure (omit for stationary side cribs).

v/ DO NOT leave child in crib with side lowered. Be sure side is in raised and locked position whenever child is in crib

(omit for stationary side cribs).

v Check this product for damaged hardware, loose joints, loose bolts or other fasteners, missing parts, or sharp edges before
and after assembly and frequently during use. Securely tighten loose bolts and other fasteners. DO NOT use crib if any parts
are missing, damaged or broken. Contact Baby’s Dream Furniture Inc., for replacement parts and instructional literature if
needed. DO NOT substitute parts.

Read all instructions before assembling crib. Keep instructions for future use.

Never use plastic shipping bags or other plastic film as mattress covers because they can cause suffocation.

Infants can suffocate in gaps between crib sides and a mattress that is too small.

If refinishing, use a non-toxic finish specified for children’s products.
