CRIB ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

***** Note, Recommend 2 people for Assembly *****

Step 1: To begin you will need the Right and Left Side Frames (you can
identify these by the labeling posted on the inside of each
side frame), four 70mm bolts and four washers and the
Back Frame Assembly. You will attach the Right Side
Frame to the Back Frame Assembly using two 70mm
bolts and two washers by sliding the bolts thru the
top and bottom pre-drilled holes on the Right Side
Frame into the inserts in the Corner Posts of the Back
Frame. Now using your Allen Wrench tighten all the
bolts at this time. ***Repeat the steps for the Left Side

Step 2: Next you will need to attach the Front Frame. For this
step you will need the Front Frame Assembly and four
70mm bolts and four washers. You will attach the Front
Frame to the Right Side Frame Using two 70mm bolts and
two washers. Slide the bolts thru the top and bottom pre-drilled
holes on the Ride Side Frame into the inserts in the Corner Posts
of the Front Frame Assembly. Now using your Allen Wrench tighten all
the bolts at this time. ***Repeat the steps for the Left Side Frame.

Step 3: In this step you will attach the Mattress Support by using the remaining four
70mm bolts, four washers and the Allen Wrench. Swing the support arms out
on the Mattress Support and slide them into the cut out areas between the Left
& Right Side Frames and the Posts on the Front and Back Frame Assemblies
when the desired height of the Mattress Support is determined. Then you will
slide the bolts thru the cut-out hole on the Left & Right Side Frames; Make sure
the bolt also goes thru the support arms on the Spring Support and then tighten
the bolts into the corner posts of the Front and Back Assemblies. Tighten all
the four Bolts at this time. **Note in the photo how arms are positioned and the
arms of the spring support are pointing up.

YOUTH BED CONVERSION without Guard Rail Option

For youth bed conversion, you must have the Mattress Support in the lowest position

Step 1: First you will need to remove the Front Frame
from the Front Corner Post by removing the four
70mm bolts from the inside of the Front Frame. Next
you will lift the Front Frame out from between the two
Front Corner Posts.

Step 2: Now you will need to apply the two Youth
Post Caps to the Front Corner Post. You will need
two 1 1/2” Fully Threaded Studs. Screw one 1 1/2”
Fully Threaded Stud in each Youth Post Cap (All the
way in). Then loosen the 70mm Bolts that are screwed
into the Front Frame from the inside of the Side Frame.
Loosen these 70mm Bolts enough to pull the Side
Frame away from the Front Frame. Next you will need
to take the Youth Post Cap and screw it into the Front
Corner Post. (Make sure the flat side of the Youth
Post Cap is facing the Side Frame). Then re-tighten
the 70mm Bolts back into the Front Frame. (Repeat
this step for the opposite Front Corner Post.)

Once a crib has been converted to a toddler/youth bed or adult bed it is not intended to be converted back to a crib.
In that instance, it will not be covered by the manufacturer’s warranty.



ADULT BED CONVERSION

Conversion from crib using Adult Conversion Kit by Baby’s Dream (sold separately).

Step 1: To convert to an adult-sized bed from the crib you
must remove the Mattress Support (spring) and the
End Frames. The Headboard and Footboard of the
crib are also the Headboard and Footboard of the
adult bed.

Step 2: You now have a Headboard and Footboard. Attach wood rails to the Headboard and Footboard.
For rails you must use Baby’s Dream Furniture Adult Rail Conversion Kit using eight 3” Fully
Threaded Studs, eight Curved Washers, eight Joint Connector Nuts which are included in the
adult rails hardware bag.

Step 3: To attach the wood rails from Baby’s Dream, screw the 3” Fully Threaded Studs into the inserts
in each Headboard and Footboard Post. Slide the rails onto the 3” Fully Threaded Studs by
inserting the 3” Fully Threaded Studs into the holes located in the ends of the wood rails. When
all of the rails are against the Corner Posts, insert the Curved Washers into the holes on the
inside of the rails and onto the Fully Threaded Stud. Then Screw the Joint Connector Nut onto
the Fully Threaded Stud. Using the Wrench provided, Tighten the Nut. Repeat this for other end.
*** Make sure that the cleats on the rails are on the top side.

The adult bed is not intended to be used by children under 6 years of age without proper adult
supervision. This adult bed is NOT a toy. DO NOT allow children to play or climb on adult bed.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS: The natural warmth of wood is a lasting value. Character marks, checking and grain variations
are part of the beauty of wood and, therefore, should not be a concern. To preserve your furniture, we suggest the following:
» Do not expose furniture to direct sunlight or extreme changes in temperature or moisture.

* Do not place the furniture near heating or air conditioning vents.

» Wipe up spills prompily.

When cleaning your furniture, use non-toxic, non-abrasive furniture cleaner with soft, lint-free cloth. Dry thoroughly and
then apply furniture polish. Always wipe the furniture in the direction of the wood grain.

« If refinishing, use non-toxic finish specified for children’s products.

We recommend the furniture to be polished every six months. Over polishing can distort the natural finish of the product.

v Check this product for damaged hardware, loose joints, loose bolts or other fasteners, missing parts, or sharp edges before
and after assembly and frequently during use. Securely tighten loose bolts and other fasteners. DO NOT use crib if any parts
are missing, damaged or broken. Contact Baby’s Dream Furniture Inc., for replacement parts and instructional literature if
needed. DO NOT substitute parts.

Never use plastic shipping bags or other plastic film as mattress covers because they can cause suffocation.
